3.1 Introduction to examples of univariate KDEs

In this section we will illustrate some possible applications of KOEs to archaealogical data. The first example is based on one given in
Baxter and Beardah (1996) and illustrates the use of KDEs for comparative purposes. The second and third examples illustrate the use
of adaptive and houndary KDEs (see Univariate KDEs - a non-technical introduction). In the first example the window-widths hawve been
chosen using the STE method (see chaoice of window-width).

The fourth example applies KDEs to "processed" data, and specific details are provided with the example. In general, data may be
processed by transfarmation which, at its simplest, might involve using logarithms of the rawe data, but might alsa involve creating new
variables that are combinations of several originally measured variables. One way of creating new variables is by applying techniques of
multivariate anakysis (Baxter, 1894) to several variables. In essence it means that univariate KOEs can be added to the tools availahle for
exploring multivariate data, and Example 4 provides one such illustration. Extension of the ideas to bivariate KOEs and trivariate KDEs is
direct.
